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We provide personalized guidance and referrals in several languages, annually fieldling
approximately 12,000 calls from families. Services go deeper for those who are
homeless or moving off public assistance as we also help them access resources to
stabilize their lives.

CCR works side by side with providers in increasing the quality and availability of quial
child care in our community. In 2009 we brought more than 12,000 hours of free or
cost coaching and professional development to a network of more than 2,000 licens
providers.

And we passed through nearly two million dollars in direct assistance to families an

While CCR has diverse funding and our balance sheet has a positive bottom line, 2009 was challeng-
ing financially. The Leadership Team, at the direction of the Board of Directors, developed-a three
tiered plan to adjust services, expenses, and personnel in relation to the changing economy while
preserving core services. This resulted in $382,833 in savings in our $6M budget in 2009 and those
cuts were rolled forward into 2010.

Fortunately, CCR remains strong, and we have much to celebrate!

Challenging Racism and Classism

Children are deeply harmed by the inequities of race and class that they
experience in our early learning system. Child Care Resources is dedidated
to eliminating institutional racism within our organization and our community.

CCR has a vision that ALL children will have a great start in school and in life. Right now
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economic disparities result in disproportionate opportunity and achievement in our
public schools and in the child care and early learning settings that are preparing chilt
dren for school.

For example, surveys of kindergarten teachers in Washington revealed that less than 50% of children yvere
prepared for school in all areas. For children of color inileseme families, less than 25% were prepared.
CCR is dedicated to working towards removing barriers for these children and their families so that we|can
truly achieve this vision. One of the ways we can do this is by creating an organization that supports acul-
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input from the people we serve helps guide our actions and decisions.

Investing in Infrastructure to Stay Innovative

CCR made two significant systems improvements in 2009 that enhanced our efficiency and accountabilify.
A telephone system was purchased and installed, as well as a performance management database callgd
Efforts to Outcomes.

We had been working with a 20 year old phone system that was increasingly becoming inadequate to kdep
up with our work volume, it was prone to errors, hard to repair, and lacked any of the advances in techndl-
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In 2009, CCR responded to over 31,000 calls from families and providers. Upgrading fthe
phone system was a key to our ability to stay cutting edge.

The Boeing Employees Community Fund helped make this purchase possible with a
generous $40,000 gift.

Over the past three years CCR staff is increasingly utilizing redemsel assessments
to zero in on specific needs of children to improve the care and teaching provided in the
classrooms.

This approach is new and complex, but very exciting. CCR staff and the provider work closely together to
development a work plan called a Quality Improvement Plan. As a result, the focus of tracking data is now
on progress towardgoalsin the program rather thatime spent with a provider.

CCR had been using a database that tracked the number of outputs (hours of service). We knew that the
wave of the future is in utilizing a software tracking system that would allow us to track outputs AND out-
comes.

Purchasing the ETO system, customizing it and initial training was generously funded by United Way of
King County.




Finding Child Care for Homeless Children

Lisa had moved from a homeless shelter to temporary housing and was about to start a training prograr
aimed at securing a welaying job. Still, her daily battle with clinical depression, back pain, and lack of ch
care for her two year old son Josh threatened her chances for stability. Lisa had a life plan and the detg
nation to implement it, but the pressure was getting to her.

A typical two year old, Josh craved uninterrupted time with his mother, while Lisa did her best to manag
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vented her from picking Josh up, causing even more anguish for both mother and son.

The moment she called CCR, Lisa felt the pressure lift. Every parent knows that piecing together child ¢

can feel like rocket science. Compound that with housing and health issues and it is extremely stressful.

Over the next several months, CCR helped Lisa find a child care center sensitive and skilled
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she was eligible for subsidies.

Now, almost 2 years later, Josh is in quality care, getting kindergeggeaty and Lisa is healthy
and eager to start her new career. The family is stable and thriving.

Economy Amplifies Need for Play & Learn Groups

Play & Learn Groups are facilitated play groups for young children and their caregivers. The groups pro|
both casual and structured play time as an opportunity for early learning experiences outside of the home.
More than 60 Play & Learn sessions operated weekly in 11 different languages at 40 locations across K
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community.

The majority of children stay with a family member or a neighbor (60%) during the day ¢
that number climbed rapidly in 2009 due to the economic downturn with more families
unemployed and staying home with children. As a result, Play & Learn Groups had recc
breaking attendance.
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Neighborhood House started off with an astounding 20 participants. Less than a year la |
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CCR developed the Play & Learn Network so more families could access teiiciesit and effective

family support tool. Members in the network receive curriculum, facilitator training, marketing, funding g
partnership brokering.

A program evaluation confirmed that 84% of Play & Learn participantsegafted
that Play & Learn has changed their behavior as caregivers. Furthermore, they reported
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YMCA of America began piloting the CCR Play & Learn model in its facilities in 3 citie;iB &8, Erie,
PA, and Dallas, TX. CCR trained their staff and will continue working with them on customizing the mo
and on its implementation with their community partners.
